RE: Seamless Summer Feeding Waiver Meal Patterns

The Arizona Department of Education has received clarification that Seamless Waiver sponsors
must follow National School Lunch Program (NSLP) and School Breakfast Program (SBP) meal
pattern requirements. This means:

e Seamless Waiver Sponsors must follow the NSLP meal pattern requirements during the
Summer Food Service Program. Therefore, the only approved meal patterns for Seamless
waiver are the Traditional, Enhanced, NuMenus, and Assisted NuMenus meal pattern.

e The Summer Food Meal Pattern is not an approved meal pattern for Seamless Waiver
Sponsors.
